Duane Kehoe, 24, fired his Brown­
ing Automatic Rifle, killed at 
least two enemy and silenced the 
German fire. 

A BAR-man with the 3rd Bn., 
168th Inf. Hegt., Kehoe was in 
the river bed following his patrol 
leader and three noncoms who 
had crossed the stream, when the 
Germans_openP.d fire on the group, 
killing the patrol leader and o 
non\:om and wounding a third, 
leaving the fourth noncom to fight 
the German patrol by himself. 

Pfc. Kehoe, in the river bed be­
tween the group across the river, 
and the rest of his patrol, stood 
up in full view of the enemy and 
in face of the German fire emptied 
three clips of ammunition into the 
German patrol, killing at least two 
Germans and aiding his lone com­
rade across the river to silence 
the enemy fire. 

Meanwhile, a radio man accom­
panying the patrol called for 
fril:mclly mortar anct·• artillery fire 
to cover the withdrawal of the 
patrol, and the ·men returned 
·safely.

,,, Pfc. Robert A. Sparks, 20, 
knocked out an enemy machine­
gun JJ o si ti on, encouraged his 
buddies in Co. C, 133nJ. Inf. Regt., 
to fight and help,ed repel a Ger~ 
man raiding pa;ty, estimated· at 
approximately 200 men, recently. 

"Sparky's" unit had forced the 
Germans to withdra~ from a 
strongly-defended hill in the 
Apennine defense line. Almost in­
stantly the Germans struck hack 
in force. When so-me of his bud­
dies were wounded, Sparky jumped 
to his feet, cursed the Krauts, 
damned their ancestry and chal­
lenged them to come into the open 
to fight. 

The infan'trvman knocked out 
a hastily prcip; red enemy ma­
chinegun position and drove it!I 
gunners to cover. He then con­
centrated his fire on- the grenade 
throwers and forced them to with­
draw in haste. 

"\Ve left dead -Germans all over 
the • hill;" said Pfc. Joseph D. 
Abrams, one .of the five infantrv­
men with Sparky irt the fight. 
"Sparky made us rock with laui(h­
ter even while btillets chipped the 
stones all around us. He really 
was the ·•sµark' that kept us there 
fighting to han~ on a~ainst a much 
larger enemy for,::e."
